Her family says she left 
accompanied by her common-law spouse. Pamela has not been in contact with any of her family members or 
her two small children. This is completely out of character and police strongly suspect foul play in her 
disappearance. Pamela was reported missing by a family member on December 31, 2003. 
 
The OPP have stated that they presume Pamela is deceased. A reward of $50,000 is offered for any 
information leading to the arrest and conviction of the person or persons responsible for her disappearance.
